 Stand next to him.

 You stand next to Papo, too.

 Look at the gentleman over there.

That’s Gabi…

Come here, take off that shirt.

Look at the gentleman.

Gyuszika, watch out, 


 are they coming?

You were my husband 

in the old times.

55
Let’s have one together.

 She is her old lover.

57
Smile a little.

58
The doctor told us everything.

59
He told us what to expect.

What?

I’ll die.

62
And that’s it.

She was left alone.

But she didn’t give up.

She was strong.

She enrolled her elder son to


a school for cooks.

She called us that we should

152
They performed in Budapest and

155

156
In Budapest when we went there

So he was transported home. 


And she went with him.

They now live in Érmihályfalva


 with Zsolti’s sister.

She asked us to go and see them


at all costs.

- Good morning.


- Good morning.

213
- Record that walnut tree.


- A lovely walnut tree.

214
- Show it. Looking for Zsolti?


- Yes.

215
- He lives here.


- I thought so,

216
 He was brought home.


He’d been expelled from Hungary.

217
Border police. 

218
 Caught him and sent him home.

219
 Otherwise I wouldn’t have 

 a brother, even today.

220
I don’t know anything about him.

221
He just knew he had to come home


 and that’s why he called me.

222
I told Eta…

223
What?

224
 That normal people wouldn’t do 

such things. No.

225
She left home and she didn’t even


 know where she was going.

226
 If I had been a different person


 when she came in through the door,

227
I would’ve said, I don’t know


who you are.

228
Right?

229
But when she came, I received her.


Come, Eta, sit down,

230
have some coffee, eat something


if you’re hungry.

231
Tell me what the matter is.

232
I think what she’s doing


 is not right.

233
You know that, I told you, too.

234
- I’m off.


- Bye.

235
 She left her kids, her family, 


everyone for this man.

236
 For one man.

237
 She cannot give anything 


 to my brother.

238
 Just sex.

239
 My brother has nothing.

240
She is a clever, mature woman.


 That’s what I thought.

Since she is over 52.

She has a nice family, 

grandchildren and all.

 I don’t miss her.

244
While she was here, she hid 


the food for Zsolti.

245
When Zsolti told her something,


she did as she was told. See?

246
I don’t miss her.

247
 I don’t even consider her


 my mother, see?

248
I don’t love her at all.


Still…

249
It feels bad a little


that she has done this…

250
The truth is that Roki and Ivan


 treated me very badly.

251
Very badly. 

I just didn’t complain to you.

Without Zsolti, too?

254
They just wanted me to give


 them money. 30-40 thousand.

255
For clothes.

256
They just wanted me for that.


 But nothing more.

257
You should’ve let them


 earn that money themselves.

258
You said that to Iván, didn’t you,


back home?

259
That he should go to work


 and earn some money.

260
Both Roki and Iván


chased me away from home.

261
When I was getting ready to leave,


to come here, Roki said

262
go and you don’t need to come back.


Tündi and I will live in the house.

263
With Zsolti? Well…

264
It’s changing.

265
When we played around…

266
I didn’t play with him because


that’s what I felt like doing,

267
but I wanted my mother to see


that I was beginning

268
to get on well with him,


but I wasn’t.

269
Nobody can take my father’s place.

270
I couldn’t bear it…


How shall I put it?

271
I couldn’t bear it

272
that my mother loved him more


than she loved my father.

273
With whom she spent, how many?,


38 or 40 years together.

274
 She loves him more.


It’s unbelievable.

275
They’ve known each other 

for 6 months.

276
I don’t know.

277
 My father endured everything,


 he suffered, he worked,

278
he did what he had to do, he made


enough money for bread

279
 for all of us, even when


 we had very little.

280
But the world is changing.


And people are, too.

281
I don’t know


 what she wants to do.

282
She’s coming home on Sunday.

283
She’ll decide.

284
If she would stay


 or go back.

285
If she decides to go back,

286
I think she should stay there and 


never come back. What for?

287
She doesn’t even want


 to know about us.

288
 She doesn’t care what is 


happening to us.

289
 If she doesn’t care,


 I care even less.

290
I don’t care that she’s my mother.


I just don’t care.

291
No. Even though I used to love


her very much.

292
Very – very much.

293
I didn’t even love my father as much


as I loved her.

294
Although I loved him, too.

295
Very much. I just don’t know


what came over her.

296
 She doesn’t want to go home.

297
She says she’ll jump in front of 


a train rather than go home.

298
 I said, she should go home.

299
 She has to go home


on Sunday, anyway.

300
She said, she wouldn’t.


She’d rather jump in front of a train.

301
Why does she have to go home


on Sunday?

302
For her pension and to arrange


a few things.

303
The two kids, Roki and Iván…

304
they can’t be left alone there.

305
What can she say to them? That 

she’s left and doesn’t look after them?

306
She doesn’t want to leave.

307
She’s not in my way,

308
I just want that family 

not to hate her, either.

309
Her heart beats, tok-tok-tok…

310
Her heart beats like that


 all day.

311
But she doesn’t say anything.

312
I’m fine, that’s the answer.

313
Didn’t I say that Eta’s heart


is ticking loudly?

314
And when her tongue went numb,


so she couldn’t speak?

315
She saw treble…

316
Why do you take tranquilizers?

317
 I don’t take them any more.

318
You said you were pregnant that’s


why you stopped taking them.

319
Not because you’re not nervous.

320
You, chatterbox.

321
That’s why she stopped taking them.


Not because she’s not nervous.

322
We’ll  talk about that later.

323
 There’s nothing to talk about.

324
Is that why you stopped


 or not?

325
- It is.


- See?

326
- Are you pregnant?


- Probably.

327
 I’m nervous about that, too.

328
I think it is impossible


 for a 53 year old woman…

329
 I told her to go home 


and have a doctor examine her.

330
Wouldn’t you want it?

331
- It depends.


- On what?

332
I’d want it.

333
But you mustn’t. Even if


 you wanted it, woman.

334
- It’s none of your business.


- Okay.

335
 Eta, I said to her,

336
 he left that other woman…

337
- Who cares?


- He left her right away.

338
- Who cares?


- Because she didn’t have an abortion.

339
- The orphanage must have brought


 it up. – That’s true.

340
- Zsolti left her?


- Yes, he did.

341
He asked her to have an abortion.

342
 No, I love her, even if…

343
If Eta had a baby, 

what would you say?

344
But she can’t have a baby.

345
 If she did, she would surely



keep it.

346
 I wouldn’t leave her.

347
 She didn’t say she would keep it.

348
- Would you want her to keep it?


- Of course, I would.

349
 But she knows very well


 that it’s impossible.

350
The doctor told her that the kid


 wouldn’t be healthy.

351
How much you know!

352
You told me, what are you


 talking about?

353
Because I had to take all kinds


 of pills then.

354
And now you don’t have to?

355
 In January.

356
 The doctor said I could give birth


 until the age of 54.

357
 But I would only be able to do it


with a caesarean.

358
They would inject the anaesthetic


 into my spine. Here in Debrecen.

359
 We agreed that she would


 have an abortion.

360
I said it when she asked me


what she should do?

361
Tell me, you silly girl,


what should I do?

362
I said, Eta, listen.

363
You’ll have a baby 

with Down syndrome.

363
Or something else, who knows 

what illness the baby will have?

364
That’s one thing, also


you have to survive it, too.

365
You shouldn’t have a baby


 at your age.

366
I wouldn’t do it at the age of 46.

367
 You’ll be 53.

368
 How would you dare?

369
She said, Arany, you are right.

370
She won’t die just to have a baby


with Zsolti.

371
I said, if you die and the baby


 lives, who’ll look after it?

372
It’ll be taken to an orphanage.

373
Especially if it has


Down syndrome.

374
She wouldn1t even know 

what to do with it.

375
She said, you’re right, Arany.

376
I decided to have an abortion.

377
I had to persuade her,

378
because she really 

wanted to keep it,

379
 that  it wood be as good


 looking as Zsolti, and all,

380
and if he doesn’t come to Hungary


 the child would remind her of him.

381
You can’t be such a fool, I said.

382
It was 20th August. She came,


are you coming to the party?

383
Yes, they’ll have a performance.

394
 We got dressed quickly


and went down.

395
I said we’d buy some beer


 and some sweets for the kids.

396
 There was good music, 



if you know her you know,

397
she just jumped in there

and danced.

398
She danced so hard, 


 she had such a great time.

399
 She ate, sang, danced


 with the brothers,

400
she kissed Guszti


 as they danced.

401
They danced, she felt great,


 we sat down, I said, you fool.

Stop jumping about, your ticker,


I can hear it ticking.

She said, leave me alone,


I want to dance.

And she danced, she had a great


 time,

All the children and 

her grandchildren were there…

He shouldn’t look at her.
