PROFESSIONAL CURRICULUM VITAE

Since 1993, I have been film director at Duna Television, where I have completed several series and documentaries of various genres in the past years. In 1995 I shot the movie My Little Sister, which was shown at the Jerusalem Film Festival with success.


Between 1975 and 1973 I worked at MAFILM, first as an assistant of several directors such as Márta Mészáros, Zsolt Kézdi-Kovács and Judit Elek. I took part in the shooting of five films with Miklós Jancsó. 

Meanwhile, I have completed a long documentary, Martial Law, with Pál Závada, with which I won an award at the 1990 Hungarian Film Week. 

Following this, I have completed documentaries of various topics, part of them with Dr. Teréz Virág psychologist (Lőrinc, Carousel, Faces), others with Pál Závada (Th Castle Of Patak, The Exiled), also others with Katalin Kolczonay (A School In The World, Hand Of Bones). 

Since 1990 I have been working for Hunnia Stúdió, where many of my films were made. The last of these, Fathers of Our Generation, was made in 2000, about the memories of my generation, with Katalin Kolczonay and Pál Schiffer.

I got a Diploma of film director at the College in 1963, and following this, I became an assistant, later director of Magyar Televízió. I made TV films (Years Unaccounted For, Prompter Needed), a TV play (Just Came From America), several television programmes and documentaries. I left the Television in 1967, and in the next seven years I made films in BBS (Chalk Drawings) and MTV.

I was born in 1936, Budapest and lived here ever since.

I won the Béla Balázs Award in 2000.
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
